Reflection on the changes to the Roman Missal

The changes to the Roman Missal that we...as well as the rest of the Catholic
world...are experiencing is the next step in the process of renewal of the liturgy.
The first step was the change from having the Mass celebrated in Latino to
translating the Latin into the vernacular language with the intent that every
worshiping person would understand that they are being called to “full, conscious
and active participation...” in the celebration. The celebration of the Eucharist is
not the sole responsibility of the priest. Each person is expected to participate in
the celebration. At the time of those changes there were many people who were
angry. The Mass had been the same for almost five hundred years. Why would
anyone dare to change it? But the Church guided by the Holy Spirit saw the need
to make those changes and the faithful have greatly benefited from those
changes.

The changes we are experiencing now are the second step in the process of
liturgical renewal. In the process of coming to full participation in the liturgy
sometime in the past fifty years or so the focus of the liturgy was lost. We come
to liturgy to praise and worship God. God is the focus. In return, God feeds us
with his Word in which he discloses to us what it means to be a true disciple, how
we can achieve full happiness, how we could find meaning in every part of our
life...and God feeds us with the body and blood of Christ to give us the strength to
live as he has disclosed to us how we ought to live. God uses the liturgy to reveal
to us what needs to change in our life, our attitude, etc. and then gives us means
to effect that change. The introduction of the more formal language is meant to
put us in touch with the fact that God is the focus of our liturgy.

The new language of the prayers of the Mass are also meant to remind us of
the scripture stories, words, and theology from which they are taken. The
liturgical renewal was never about creating a new and different liturgy but rather
of coming to know better and appreciate more the liturgy that has been part of
our long tradition. These are not changes for the sake of change. Rather they are
meant to correct where correction was needed, to help us deepen our
understanding, and open ourselves to the transforming power of the Holy Spirit.
This is the same thing that the Holy Spirit has led the church to do over the two
thousand years of celebrating the liturgy...and two thousand years of change in
the form and words.

There is so much more that God wants to reveal to us. He uses the two tables
at the liturgy for this revelation, the table of the Word and the table of the
Eucharist. Let us continue to pray for each other that we may be open to the
working of the Spirit.

In honor of Martin Luther King, Jr.
day tomorrow:

Martin Luther King, Jr., (January
15,1929—April4,1968) was born
Michael Luther King, Jr., but later had
his name changed to Martin. A Baptist
minister, he was a driving force in the
push for racial equality during in
the1950's and the 1960's.

Gaining worldwide attention through
massive protests; he directed the
peaceful march on Washington, D.C.,
of 250,000 people to whom he
delivered his address, "I Have a
Dream", he was awarded five
honorary degrees; was named Man of
the Year by Time magazine in 1963;
and became not only the symbolic
leader of American blacks but also a
world figure.

At the age of thirty-five, Martin
Luther King, Jr., was the youngest
man to have received the Nobel
Peace Prize. When notified of his
selection, he announced that he
would turn over the prize money of
$54,123 to the furtherance of the civil
rights movement.

On the evening of April 4, 1968,
while standing on the balcony of his
motel room in Memphis, Tennessee,
where he was to lead a protest march
in sympathy with striking garbage
workers of that city, he was
assassinated.

Taken from “| Have a Dream”:

“I have a dream that one day every
valley shall be exalted, every hill and
mountain shall be made low, the
rough places will be made plain, and
the crooked places will be made
straight, and the glory of the Lord shall
be revealed, and all flesh shall see it
together.

This is our hope. This is the faith
that | go back to the South with. With
this faith we will be able to hew out of
the mountain of despair a stone of
hope. With this faith we will be able to
transform the jangling discords of our
nation into a beautiful symphony of
brotherhood. With this faith we will be

able to work together, to pray
together, to struggle together, to go to
jail together, to stand up for freedom
together, knowing that we will be free
one day’.

“And when this happens, when we
allow freedom to ring, when we let it
ring from every village and every
hamlet, from every state and every
city, we will be able to speed up that
day when all of God's children, black
men and white men, Jews and
Gentiles, Protestants and Catholics,
will be able to join hands and sing in
the words of the old Negro spiritual,
"Free at last! free at last! thank God
Almighty, we are free at last!"

2nd Sunday in Ordinary Time

We're introduced this week to an
unknown disciple in John's Gospel.
Two disciples are followers of John
the Baptist. When Jesus walks by,
John points him out to them and says,
"Behold, the Lamb of God." These two
go and follow Jesus and spend the
day with him. We find out in today's
Gospel that one of the two was
Andrew, the brother of Simon Peter,
who then goes and gets Simon Peter
and brings him to Jesus as well. So
now there are three who will follow
Jesus: Peter, Andrew, and this
unknown disciple. As we'll discover in
John's Gospel during Lent and the
Easter season, this third person is the
beloved disciple, the Gospel writer's
stand-in for every Christian who
follows Christ.

John wrote into his Gospel the
beloved disciple to highlight the fact
that every believer encounters Christ.
His presence among us is not some
past event. Christ is with us now, and
we meet him in the breaking of the
bread, in the poor at our door, and in
the neighbor we encounter. And
Christ is present in the word of God,
the Scriptures.

There is a tried-and-true method of
biblical prayer that capitalizes on this
understanding of the presence of
Christ. Take a Gospel story and place
yourself in it as one of the characters.
Read it and reflect on it as though you
were in the setting. For example, with
today's Gospel you could imagine that
you are Andrew. You are chatting with
John the Baptist when he points out
Jesus. There is something about that
man that immediately attracts you.
