Christ at the Centre

Recently | attended the golden jubilee Mass of a priest | know. | was very
interested by what he said in his homily. Having shared some memories, he
went on to talk in the most personal manner about the way in which his
relationship with the person of Jesus Christ had grown deeper over the years. He
also described the central role which that relationship had played in his life, not
only in allaying his fears during times of trouble but also in giving him a growing
sense of Christian freedom. As | listened | was not only surprised, | was also
deeply moved. It is so unusual to hear a priest talk in this straightforward and
personal way about loving the Lord.

In The Church in America John Paul wrote, “everyone should keep in mind that
the vital core of the new evangelization must be a clear and unequivocal
proclamation of the person of Jesus Christ, that is, the preaching of his name, his
teaching, his life, his promises and the Kingdom which he has gained for us by
his Paschal Mystery.” Recently, the Archbishop of Dublin stated at a diocesan
meeting, “Everywhere | go . .. | am asking people the same question: “Do you
really know Jesus?” It is a question which surprises people to be asked at Church
gatherings. You can see on their faces that they seem to be saying “we would not
be here if we did not know Jesus Christ; that is why we come to Church.” At the
same time | can see that people are slightly stopped in their tracks and they
begin to ask themselves: “what is the Archbishop really saying to me?

e Am | clear in my own mind about who Jesus is and what Jesus Christ really

means to me in my life?

e How do | come to know Jesus Christ?

e What do | do to deepen my knowledge of Jesus Christ and my relationship

with him?

e Do I really know the scriptures?

e How does my knowledge of Jesus and my relationship with him become an

adult relationship, different to that which I learned at school?

e Am | prepared to share something of that adult relationship with Jesus with

others, especially those who have drifted away from faith and practice?”

Sometimes | try to help people to answer the bishop’s questions by saying to
them, “imagine that there is a throne room in your heart. In the centre is the king’s
impressive seat. Who sits on it, you or Jesus the king? If it is you, has Jesus any
place in your life? If you say he has, is he like one of your courtiers or servants?
Are you continuously asking him to do things for you? Would you be willing to
vacate the throne, so that Jesus might sit there as your king? Are you willing to
serve him, and to do what he wants? When you do this, you will come to know
him in the personal way Archbishop Martin had in mind.

Once we know the Lord, we will want to make him known. The fact that so
many Catholics fail to do so suggests to me that many of us don’t really know
Jesus in a personal way. As Pope Paul VI said “the person who has been
evangelised goes on to evangelize others. Here lies the test of truth, the
touchstone of evangelization: it is unthinkable that a person should accept the
Word and give himself to the kingdom without becoming a person who bears
witness to it and proclaims it in his turn.”

St. Vincent Pallotti’'s dream was to
enable lay people to assume their
proper role in the mission of the
Church and to establish a community
to translate his vision into reality.

The Pallottines were founded to
remind the Church that the lay people
are essential members and that,
together with clergy and those in
consecrated life, we are all sent as
apostles for the Church and the
World.

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From Faith Formation

This New Year is exciting in so
many ways for our Faith Formation
students; we have some who will be
making their First Communion and
others who will be receiving the
Sacrament of Confirmation.

The spirit of the Lord shall
rest upon him: a spirit of wisdom and
of understanding, a spirit of counsel
and of strength, a spirit of knowledge
and of fear of the Lord, and his delight
shall be the fear of the Lord" (Is11:1-
3). While the prophecy of Isaiah
pertains specifically to the Messiah,
the Tradition of the Church is that
these gifts are extended to all of the
faithful through the sacraments of
Baptism and especially Confirmation
(Catechism, No. 1303).

We ask that you remember these
students in your prayers as they
continue to prepare for their
sacrament. We also acknowledge and
thank all the individuals who have and
will continue to spend countless hours
preparing and assisting the students
on their journey to confirmation. And a

For seven seasons the Discovery
Channel's highly rated show Deadliest
Catch has wowed viewers with the
real life tales of extreme fishermen in
the Bering Sea off the coast of Alaska.
They are after crab, with hopes for a
big payday if they're successful. But
the challenges of weather, luck, and
crew can leave a captain without a
large enough catch and finally without
a job. Viewers can watch from the
comfort of their homes, settled back in
an easy chair while a crew fights ice,
high seas, equipment failure, and
frayed nerves. What is entertainment
for those watching the television is
daily life on the boat for those who
work at sea.

In the Gospel today, Jesus meets up
with some fishermen. Simon and
Andrew, James and John were
casting their nets, probably not very
far from shore. While the Sea of
Galilee cannot compare to the Bering
Sea, we know from the Gospels that
storms can be violent on that body of
water as well. Certainly at the time of
Jesus fishing was as dangerous a job
as it is today. So when Jesus called
the two sets of brothers to follow him,
were they looking for a safer job?

Unlikely! Fishing for men and
women is a lot more difficult than
fishing for fish. The disciples
answered the call to follow Jesus. It is
a call that he continues to issue today.
Whether in the priesthood, the
religious life, the married state, or the
committed single life, Jesus is asking
people to follow him, not in a job, but
in a way of life. Just as the crew of a
boat on the Bering Sea doesn't punch
out after eight hours, the life of a
Christian is more than a full-time job.
Following Jesus forms the basis for
our lives. We do it all day, every day.
That is the call he gives.
