October the Month of the Rosary

By tradition, the Catholic Church dedicates each month of the year to a certain
devotion. The month of October is dedicated to the holy rosary, one of the best
known of all Catholic devotions. October includes the Feast of Our Lady of the
Rosary (October 7).

This is primarily due to the fact that the liturgical feast of Our Lady of the Rosary
is celebrated annually on October 7th. It was instituted to honor the Blessed
Virgin Mary in gratitude for the protection that she gives the Church in answer to
the praying of the Rosary by the faithful.

The feast was introduced by Pope St. Pius V (1504-1572) in the year 1571 to
commemorate the miraculous victory of the Christian forces in the Battle of
Lepanto on October 7, 1571. The pope attributed more to the "arms" of the
Rosary than the power of cannons and the valor of the soldiers who fought there.

The Rosary is primarily a scriptural prayer. This can be summarized by the
traditional phrase used by Pope Pius Xll (papacy: 1939-1958) that the Rosary is "
a compendium of the entire Gospel" (AAS 38 [1946] p.419) . The Rosary draws
its mysteries from the New Testament and is centered on the great events of the
Incarnation and Redemption.

Our Holy Father, Pope John Paul Il has called the Rosary his favorite prayer, in
which we meditate with Mary upon the mysteries which she as a mother
meditated on in her heart. (Lk. 2:19) (Osservatore Romano, 44; 30 Oct. 1979)

In this month of October, let us consider this beautiful prayer of the Rosary as a
means that we too can use in order to draw closer to Jesus and Mary by
meditating on the great mysteries of our salvation. We as a faith community of St.
Valentine Parish will pray the rosary during this month of October after all the
weekend Masses and before every daily Mass.

Back in August, as | was driving
home from a day at the park | noticed
one of the trees on my street was
beginning to change. The delicate
leaves on its branches were just
barely touched with the slightest
amount of burnt orange. | was
shocked if not slightly indignant about
this. | was not ready to see this. |
thought | had a lot more summer time
left! | wasn’t ready for autumn to be
here yet. Later, realizing that there
was nothing | could do about it |
thought | should embrace this change
and welcome the new season that
was arriving soon.

Upon further reflection, | realized
that the coming changes in weather
were not entirely unlike the changes in
the Roman Missal. As initially hesitant
as | am about them, they will come
and we (I) will adjust and eventually
embrace them. The changes are
coming with Advent (I am reacting to
the word “advent” right now just like |
did when | saw that tree in August) on
November 27, whether we are ready
or not

They already began using the
changes in the United Kingdom on
September 5, and Wiliam Oddie of
the Catholic Herald states “its launch
seems to have passed off without any
awkwardness at all. “And with your
spirit” was confidently and (as far as |
could see) unanimously declared, as
though the congregation had been
saying it for years...Maybe the most
important thing to remember is to
keep your eyes on the card). There
was a real sense of occasion”.

27th Sunday in Ordinary Time

In the midst of the current economic
crisis, home foreclosure rates are at
an all time high. While the causes are
many, there are several items that
economists point to in particular. The
development of new financial
instruments, such as mortgage-
backed securities, led investment
funds to seek out more and more
investors with promises of huge
returns. Mortgage lenders discovered
a ready source of capital through
these funds and went after potential
home buyers whose own finances
may have been shaky. And buyers,
dazzled by the prospect of a new
home larger than anything they may
have thought possible, entered into ill-
considered contracts that placed them
in financial jeopardy after a few years.
The construction industry added to the
market woes by building large tracts
of homes on speculation presuming
that future sales would continue at the
record pace that was already
beginning to slow.

A lot of the housing market process
was built on hope: fund managers'
hope that profits would remain high;
lenders' hope that buyers would keep
coming forward; buyers' hope that
they would earn enough in the future
to afford their mortgage; builders'
hope that someone would buy what
they were putting up. Like the
landowner in the parable, there was
hope that everything would turn out
just fine with the ever increasing
ratcheting up of effort.

It didn't work out in the housing
market, and it didn't work out in the
parable either. The landowner's son
was killed. The tenants of the vineyard
will meet a wretched end, and others
will get the benefit of the vineyard.
The crash of the housing market
might be a good cautionary tale for all
of us. While we may want to build up
our own little kingdom here on earth, it
is really the kingdom of God in which
our treasure lies. Are we making a
regular investment in that kingdom, so
that we will be ready for our final
retirement?
