Happy rosary month!

October is known as the month
dedicated to the rosary. The word
rosary, a traditional Catholic devotion
comes from the Latin word rosarium,
meaning “garland of roses”. The
rosary itself has a rich and powerful
history. Historians state that the
Blessed Mother appeared to St
Dominic in 1206, while he was praying
and doing penances. St. Dominic was
battling heresy and the Blessed
mother praised him for his valiant fight
and gave him the Rosary as a
powerful weapon. It is said that she
gave him the beads and instructed
him on how to use it. She explained
its use and strength, and instructed
him to preach the rosary to the
Albigensians (suicidal heretics of the
time). The strength of the rosary was
sudden and put an end to the heresy
and caused the conversion the
Albigensians

Over the centuries we have various
accounts (battles being won,
conversions, miracles) confirming the
power of the rosary, as well as the
blessed mother herself appearing and
pleading with us to pray the rosary.
This is particularly true when she
appeared at Fatima in 1917 and
showed the shepherd children a vision
of hell. She then proceeded to appear
over a several months and instructed
that the end of each decade be
concluded with the following prayer:

"O my Jesus, forgive us our sins,
save us from the fires of Hell, lead all
souls to Heaven, especially those who
are in most need of Thy mercy."

The rosary is really an incredibly
happy marriage of repetitive prayer
and meditation. A full Rosary
traditionally contains 15 decades,
however a five decade Rosary is
usually said by most people, and each
decade is associated with a mystery
of the Rosary.

Armed with the knowledge of what a
wonderful and powerful resource we
have with the rosary, | jumped at the

chance to obtain for each child in our

program a rosary of their own, and on

October 17 we will pray the living
rosary in the church. | can’t wait!
