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From Faith Formation

This year in our faith formation
program, we have an amazing staff of
volunteers who are teaching and
aiding over 85 children. This year we
are using a learning program by
Pflaum Gospel Weekly Faith
Formation Program. This is a new and
exciting learning tool that we really
think the children are excited about.

Every student receives a soft cover
book entitled “What the Church
Believes and Teaches” as well as the
weekly leaflet lesson pages that are
based on the Sunday lectionary. The
soft cover book illustrates the basics
and fundamentals of our faith. The
Gospel weekly leaflet is a four to eight
page color newsletter that is handed
out every week. The leaflets are
based on grade levels, with more
pages for the older grades. The
weekly pages introduce the children to
the upcoming Gospel to be read on
Sunday and inspire and illustrate
ways to practice faith every day.

Also included are lesson guides for
our teachers with a three part lesson
plan:

“1. Sharing Life Stories uses
children’s own experiences to help
explain the Gospel meaning.

2. Listening to God’s Word allows
children to proclaim, dramatize, and
celebrate the Gospel.

3. Building Christian Community
allows young people to put the Gospel
to work hands-on in their lives and
suggests ties to parish activities,
community service, and building
relationships”

The children’s reactions to what they
are learning should be proof that they
are understanding the lesson, and we
were very excited to hear about some
children who were whispering to each
other during mass that “I learned
about this in school”!

30th Sunday in Ordinary Time

A high school classmate of mine
decided after college that he wanted
to become a lawyer. He loves the law.
For him, it offers the best of both
worlds. It is, first of all, an exacting
science with great precision and
specificity. That aspect of the law
appeals to his orderly nature, his
desire to categorize things and keep
them in little boxes. But secondly,
what my classmate also appreciates
about the law is that it is open to
interpretation. It has a breadth and
depth that allow for variation in
individual circumstances. This aspect
appeals to my friend's more free-spirit
nature, a characteristic of his life that
left many of us wondering years ago
how he would ever succeed in his
chosen profession.

As they are presented in the Gospel
of Matthew, the Pharisees certainly
are the ones who can execute the
specificity of the law. They are
criticized for their intense scrutiny of
the minutiae of life, designating
whether something is permitted or
forbidden. Jesus was not going to
allow himself to be trapped in that
mechanical application of law. Not
that the law is bad. Indeed, for the
pious Jew of Jesus' day, the law was
the path to life.

But the Pharisees were looking for
an argument, and Jesus was not
going to enter into one. His response
might give some guidance today for
discussions with those who get
incensed about displaying the Ten
Commandments. When Jesus was
asked about the law he does not
reference the Decalogue. Instead, he
cites the Shema, the prayer of a pious
Jew in Deuteronomy 6: "You shall
love the Lord, your God, with all your
heart, with all your soul, and with all
your mind." And for good measure he
adds a quote from Leviticus 19: "You
shall love your neighbor as yourself."
My classmate would be happy. Law
with specificity-love God and neighbor
-but with enough flexibility to
accommodate a variety of
circumstances.
