Understanding the Revised Mass Texts continued: 

Prayer after Communion 

The Communion Rite concludes with the Prayer after Communion. You will 

hear the same invitation, “Let us pray.” The translation of the prayer will be new, 

so be sure to listen to the words. It will conclude in the same way, prompting you 

to reply, “Amen.” 

 

The Concluding Rites 

If there are any brief announcements, those may be made. The only change to 

the announcements is that they are to happen “if they are necessary.” If you 

notice any change here, it could be in the abridgement of announcements. 

 

The priest will then greet you as he does now, “The Lord be with you, “ and you 

will reply with the response, “And with your spirit.” 

 

If the priest is using a Prayer over the People or a Solemn Blessing, he or the 

deacon will invite you to bow your heads as you hear the words. These more 

formal blessings are also being retranslated, so you will hear in them a new 

voice. They conclude the same way: You answer, “Amen.” As the priest blesses 

you, he makes the Sign of the Cross over you. You respond again with “Amen.” 

 

The closing hymn is optional at any Mass. If your community customarily sings 

one, there should be no change. 

 

Just before it, though, comes the dismissal. For this, the new translation offers 

some new options to the deacon or priest. He may say, “Go forth, the Mass is 

ended,” “Go and announce the Gospel of the Lord,” “Go in peace, glorifying the 

Lord by your life,” or just “Go in peace.” These new formulas were promoted by a 

recent synod of bishops in Rome. When Mass concludes, we do not just leave 

the building. We enter the world with a mission. 

 

Even though the words of dismissal are new, your response remains the same. 

You end Mass with words of praise, words we say when we experience 

exhilaration or relief, surprise or ecstasy: “Thanks be to God.” 

 

Feast of the Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ the King 

On December 11, 1925 His Holiness Pope Pius XI announced, in the encyclical 

Quas Primas, the new devotional feast of Our Lord Jesus Christ the King. He 

used the 1600th anniversary of the Council of Nicea, which gave us our 

profession of faith the Nicene Creed, to encourage prayer to combat growing 

atheism and secularism.  

 

 "We firmly hope, however, that the feast of the Kingship of Christ, which in 

future will be yearly observed, may hasten the return of society to our loving 

Savior. It would be the duty of Catholics to do all they can to bring about this 

happy result.”(Quas Primas #24)

He must reign in our 

minds, which should assent with 

perfect submission and firm belief to 

revealed truths and to the doctrines of 

Christ. He must reign in our wills, 

which should obey the laws and 

precepts of God. He must reign in our 

hearts, which should spurn natural 

desires and love God above all things, 

and cleave to him alone. He must 

reign in our bodies and in our 

members, which should serve as 

i ns t ruments  fo r  t he  in te r io r 

sanctification of our souls, or to use 

the words of the Apostle Paul, as 

instruments of justice unto God.(Quas 

Primas #33)
